Tramway Museum, including Peter and Maryann who drove down from Clifton just for the 
afternoon social event.   Most of us had some recollection of Brisbane trams, though they were 
before Karen’s time.  The four Renault vehicles present were allowed to park in the grounds near 
the trams for some photo opportunities, the staff being most obliging and friendly.  We had rides on 
five different trams with our informed and entertaining conductor telling us all about the trams and 
their operations in their heyday.  We started on Tram 47 built in 1901 and finished in FM (Four 
Motor) Tram 429 built in 1942.  Short but enjoyable rides and we were impressed with the 
acceleration of the trams up the hill in the grounds.  The fittings on the trams certainly changed over 
the years from the fancy craftsmanship of Tram 47 to the austere fittings of FM 429 built during the 
war years.  After looking through the workshops and museum it was time to head off for our BBQ 
dinner at Ironbark Gully.  This was a very pleasant BBQ area in Brisbane Forest Park, though it was 
noted there were no Ironbark trees there.  The ‘boys’ got stuck into lighting the fire and were happy 
when it was suitably raging.  We had a most enjoyable afternoon there with a little wine, nice food 
and good company.
